Lancaster’s Northwest Gateway project is in the early stage of project design.  
The 47 acre project area is the site of the former Armstrong World Industries 
Floor Plant.

The general project program calls for demolition of the floor plant, site 
remediation and creation of a mixed use district consisting of athletic fields 
for F&M College, housing and medical facilities.  The project is a partnership 
between F&M, EDC and LGH.

During remediation of this brownfield site, concrete and brick from the existing
buildings were crushed on site and recycled for use as base material for the
streets, curbs and sidewalks.  Whole bricks were recovered, palletized and
shipped for use at other sites.

Stormwater infiltration was considered initially, but determined not to be
feasible due to limestone soils, high water table and potential soils
contamination from previous land uses.

Tree plantings, while not totally native, were selected for drought tolerance 
and low maintenance.

Four geothermal wells have been dug on site and tested for future use as 
buildings are considered within the planned F&M and LGH campuses.
