The 300 acre East Donegal Township Riverfront Park has recently been
expanded with the purchase of the adjacent tract of land commonly
referred to as the “Kreider Farm”.  This purchase results in complete public
ownership of the 300 acres of land adjacent to the Susquehanna River from
Marietta Borough to Conoy Township.

The plan addresses local and regional demand for passive recreation in the
form of a renovated boat launch, multi-purpose trails and combination
hiking/boardwalk trails through natural, wetland and forested areas of the 
park.  Educational and interpretive opportunities abound that will eventually
highlight such amenities as a butterfly rookery, wetlands, forests and most 
prominently the riverfront ecosystem.

The entire park vision is planned to be implemented over a period of fifteen
to twenty years.  The park will be developed in phases with an overall
probable improvement cost of 5.1 million dollars.  Phase I will include
renovation of the existing boat launch, implementation of the Northwest Trail,
improved site access and circulation with parking, welcome signs and 
orientation maps.  Future phases include design and integration of an
interpretive center which will provide indoor and outdoor educational and 
interpretive classrooms for students and visitors who come to enjoy the
diversity of landscapes that the park has to offer.  Expansion and creation of
significant acres of wetlands will be major projects that will set Riverfront Park
aside as one of the region’s largest wildlife refuge and habitat preservation
areas.
